Romeo and Juliet Act 3 Guide

Act 3 Scene 1

1. In this exchange between Mercutio and Tybalt, there is a superficial meaning Tybalt may intend, but Mercutio believes Tybalt is accusing him and Romeo of something more specific...what does Mercutio thin Tybalt is REALLY suggesting? (hint: "consort" can also be a noun meaning "spouse"...)
TYBALT" Mercutio, thou consort’st with Romeo. 
MERCUTIO: Consort? What, dost thou make us minstrels? An thou make minstrels of us, look to hear nothing but discords. Here’s my fiddlestick. Here’s that shall make you dance. Zounds, “consort”! 

Tybalt is accusing Romeo and Mercutio of a gay relationship
2. Tybalt, still angry Romeo crashed the Capulet party, demands Romeo duel with him Explain what Romeo is referring to in his response:
ROMEO "I do protest I never injured thee, But love thee better than thou canst devise, Till thou shalt know the reason of my love. And so, good Capulet—which name I tender As dearly as my own—be satisfied."
Romeo is telling him he has a reason to care for Tybalt as a family member (Tybalt is Juliet's cousin), and to be patient until Romeo and reveal the reason
3. When Mercutio says : 
MERCUTIO: O calm dishonourable, vile submission! Alla stoccata carries it away. [Draws his sword] Tybalt, you ratcatcher, will you walk? 
what "dishonorable, vile submission" is he referring to?
Mercutio is angry at Romeo for refusing to duel Tybalt; and since Romeo wont duel him, Mercutio wants to be the one to put Tybalt in his place
4. When Mercutio and Tybalt duel, who tries to break up the fight?
Romeo
5. How is Mercutio stabbed? (in your own words)
When Romeo is holding Mercutio back, Tybalt stabs Mercutio under Romeo's arm, so Mercutio couldn't see it coming or defend himself


6. MERCUTIO: "Ask for me tomorrow, and you shall find me a grave man. I am peppered, I warrant, for this world. A plague o’ both your houses! Zounds, a dog, a rat, a mouse, a cat to scratch a man to death! A braggart, a rogue, a villain that fights by the book of arithmetic! Why the devil came you between us? I was hurt under your arm."

In the above quote, what does Mercutio mean in the first line of the quote (look up the various meaning of "grave" if you need help with this)

A play on words indicating he will be dead (not merely serious) and in his grave by the next day.


In the above quote, in the last two lines, who is Mercutio blaming for his pending death?

Primarily Romeo

7. When Romeo learns Mercutio is dead, and Tybalt returns, Romeo says the following---put the meaning in your own words:

ROMEO: Now, Tybalt, take the “villain” back again That late thou gavest me, for Mercutio’s soul Is but a little way above our heads, Staying for thine to keep him company. Either thou or I, or both, must go with him. 

Romeo wants a duel to the death with Tybalt to pay him back for killing Mercutio


8. Give the quote and speaker who tells the Prince what happened:

BENVOLIO: O noble prince, I can discover all The unlucky manage of this fatal brawl. There lies the man, slain by young Romeo, That slew thy kinsman, brave Mercutio. 


9. LADY CAPULET: Oh, the blood is spilled Of my dear kinsman! Prince, as thou art true, For blood of ours shed blood of Montague. 

In the above quote, what is Lady Capulet asking the Prince to do?

To execute Romeo for killing Tybalt

10. Find a quote that reveals what the Prince decides about Romeo's fate:

PRINCE: And for that offense Immediately we do exile him hence... Let Romeo hence in haste, Else, when he is found, that hour is his last
 


11. What does the following quote mean (in your own words)
     PRINCE: Mercy but murders, pardoning those that kill. 
Letting violent criminals off easy causes more violent crime


Act 3 Scene 2

1. What does the quote below mean in your own words?

JULIET: Come, civil night, Thou sober-suited matron, all in black, And learn me how to lose a winning match Played for a pair of stainless maidenhoods.

She wants night to come quickly so she (and Romeo) can lose their virginities

2. What does the quote below mean (in your own words)

JULIET: Oh, I have bought the mansion of a love, But not possessed it, and though I am sold, Not yet enjoyed.

She's bought the mansion (gotten married) but not taken possession of the house (Romeo),
and though she's been "sold" to Romeo in marriage, he has not yet "enjoyed" her sexually

3. Who tells Juliet that Romeo killed her cousin Tybalt and has been banished for it?
Give a quote as support:

NURSE: Tybalt is gone, and Romeo banishèd.Romeo that killed him—he is banishèd. 


4. Give a single sentence quote that reveals how Juliet feels about Romeo when she first hears the news:

JUIET: O serpent heart hid with a flowering face! 


5. What does the Nurse say  about Romeo that suddenly changes Juliet's feelings about him?
Give the quote:

NURSE: Shame come to Romeo! 


6. What does this quote mean (in your own words)

JULIET: Shall I speak ill of him that is my husband? Ah, poor my lord, what tongue shall smooth thy name, When I, thy three hours’ wife, have mangled it? 

Who will take my husband's side when even I, married to him for only 3 hours, have spoken ill of him

7. Give a quote from Juliet that reveals her reasoning for changing her mind about Romeo:

JULIET: My husband lives, that Tybalt would have slain, And Tybalt’s dead, that would have slain my husband. All this is comfort. Wherefore weep I then? 




8. What does Juliet say that worries the Nurse so much she tells Juliet she knows where Romeo is and will get him to come to Juliet to comfort her? Give the quote:

JULIET: But I, a maid, die maiden-widowèd. Come, cords.—Come, Nurse. I’ll to my wedding bed. And death, not Romeo, take my maidenhead! 


9. Where is Romeo hiding?

NURSE: He is hid at Lawrence’ cell.





Act 3 Scene 3

1. Give the quote that shows Romeo's reaction when he learns the Prince has ordered his banishment rather than his death:
ROMEO Ha, banishment! Be merciful, say “death,”For exile hath more terror in his look,15Much more than death. Do not say “banishment.” 


2. Give a quote that reveals Friar Lawrence's reaction to Romeo's complaint about death being better than banishment:

FRIAR LAWRENCE: O deadly sin! O rude unthankfulness! Thy fault our law calls death, but the kind Prince, Taking thy part, hath rushed aside the law, And turned that black word “death” to “banishment.” This is dear mercy, and thou seest it not. 

3. Give a quote that shows the Nurse's straightforward scolding of Romeo's pity party:

NURSE: Stand up, stand up. Stand, an you be a man. For Juliet’s sake, for her sake, rise and stand. Why should you fall into so deep an O? 


4. When Romeo threatens to stab himself, give the quote that shows Friar Lawrence's scolding of Romeo's behavior:

FRIAR LAWRENCE: Hold thy desperate hand. Art thou a man? Thy form cries out thou art. Thy tears are womanish. Thy wild acts denote The unreasonable fury of a beast.

5. Give the quote that shows the 3 reasons Lawrence gives Romeo for being more positive:

FRIAR LAWRENCE: Thy Juliet is alive, For whose dear sake thou wast but lately dead— There art thou happy. Tybalt would kill thee, But thou slew’st Tybalt—there art thou happy. The law that threatened death becomes thy friend And turns it to exile—there art thou happy. 


6. What does Friar Lawrence tell Romeo to do that night, and what to do the next day?

FRIAR LAWRENCE: Take heed, take heed, for such die miserable. Go, get thee to thy love, as was decreed. Ascend her chamber, hence, and comfort her. But look thou stay not till the watch be set,  For then thou canst not pass to Mantua, Where thou shalt live, till we can find a time To blaze your marriage, reconcile your friends, Beg pardon of the Prince, and call thee back With twenty hundred thousand times more joy Than thou went’st forth in lamentation.— 


7. What does Friar Lawrence mean by this quote:

FRIAR LAWRENCE: I’ll find out your man, And he shall signify from time to time  Every good hap to you that chances here. 

He will pass news onto Romeo's servant and the servant will pass the news to Romeo
Act 3 Scene 4

1. What impulsive decision does Capulet make, and how does he think Juliet will respond?

To marry Juliet to Parris, and he thinks she'll agree

Act 3 Scene 5

1. Give the quote that reveals Juliet's vision of Romeo's future: 

JULIET: O God, I have an ill-divining soul. Methinks I see thee now, thou art so low As one dead in the bottom of a tomb.  


2. What is Lady Capulet saying here only one day after Tybalt's death (in your own words):

LADY CAPULET: Evermore weeping for your cousin’s death? What, wilt thou wash him from his grave with tears? An if thou couldst, thou couldst not make him live. Therefore, have done. Some grief shows much of love,  But much of grief shows still some want of wit.

It's foolish to grieve too much...you cant bring a person back from the dead by crying.

3. Give a quote that shows what Lady Capulet plans to do to get vengeance upon Romeo:
LADY CAPULET" We will have vengeance for it, fear thou not. Then weep no more. I’ll send to one in Mantua, Where that same banished runagate doth live, Shall give him such an unaccustomed dram That he shall soon keep Tybalt company. 


4. Lady Capulet tells Juliet the reason her father is now insisting she marry Paris...give the quote that shows Capulet's reason:

LADY CAPULET Well, well, thou hast a careful father, child. One who, to put thee from thy heaviness, Hath sorted out a sudden day of joy That thou expect’st not,





5. When Juliet refuses to marry Paris, both her parents act unreasonably...give a quote  for each parent that shows how harsh their reaction to Juliet's refusal is:

LADY CAPULET: Ay, sir, but she will none, she gives you thanks. I would the fool were married to her grave!

CAPULET: Hang thee, young baggage! Disobedient wretch! I tell thee what: get thee to church o’ Thursday, Or never after look me in the face. Speak not. Reply not. Do not answer me. 


6. Who comes to Juliet's defense?

The Nurse

7. What does Capulet tell Juliet she must do if she refuses Paris? Give the quote.
 
CAPULET: An you be mine, I’ll give you to my friend. An you be not, hang, beg, starve, die in the streets, 


8. When Juliet's parents leave her, what advice does the Nurse give Juliet?
 
NURSE: Then, since the case so stands as now it doth, I think it best you married with the county.  Oh, he’s a lovely gentleman. Romeo’s a dishclout to him. An eagle, madam, Hath not so green, so quick, so fair an eye As Paris hath. Beshrew my very heart, I think you are happy in this second match, For it excels your first. Or if it did not, Your first is dead, or ’twere as good he were, As living here and you no use of him. 


9. What does Juliet mean by this quote:

JULIET: I'll to the friar, to know his remedy. If all else fail, myself have power to die.
